Abstract

The present paper presents some ie. etymologies for the Peloponnesian province
Elis, its homonymous capital, and its rivers Peneios, Ladon, Enipeas,
and Erymanthos, all of them Pre-Greek. It also shows that the famous la-
bour of Heracles who cleaned out the Augean stable has indeed a historical
background, as does the Erymanthian Boar.

In revised and final form, this former draft paper is now part of the author’s
monograph on Aegean Etymologies.
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
